LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES 
Christ is Our Light!  Alleluia! 

Do you know about the Easter Candle? 
The origin of the Easter (paschal) candle is uncertain. The 
most likely origin is that it derived from the Lucernarium rite, 
the evening office with which early Christians began the vigil 
for every Sunday and especially that of Easter.  In turn, this 
rite is probably inspired by the Jewish custom of lighting a 
lamp at the conclusion of the Sabbath service.  The rite, 
therefore, has its roots in the very beginning of Christianity.   
In the Lucernarium rite the light destined to dispel the 
darkness of night was offered to Christ as the splendor of the 
Father.  This Sunday rite was logically carried out with 
greater solemnity during the Easter Vigil.  There is clear 
evidence that this solemn rite began no later than the second 
half of the fourth century.   
The use of the candle has varied over the centuries.  Initially 
it was broken up after the Easter Vigil and its fragments 
given to the faithful.  This was later transferred to the 
following Sunday, but from the 10th century the use prevailed 
of keeping it in a place of honor near the Gospel until the 
feast of the Ascension (now until Pentecost).  From around 
the 12th century the custom began of inscribing the current 
year on the candle.  The Easter candle is blessed at the 
beginning of the Easter Vigil ceremonies and is placed on a 
special candlestick near the altar or ambo.  During the 
ceremony, five grains of incense representing Christ’s 
wounds are inserted in the form of a cross.  An alpha above 
the cross and an omega below (the first and last letters of 
the Greek alphabet) indicate that Christ is the beginning and 
end of all.  The candle remains by the ambo until after 
Pentecost and then it is placed by the Baptismal font.  During 
the year it is lit during all baptisms and funeral services.

THE NEIGHBORHOOD PARISH PROGRAM 
Why do we have Neighborhood Parishes? 
The needs of Our Lady of the Snows/Church of St. Benedict 
Parish were clearly identified during an Episcopal Visitation 
in 1993, in a Survey conducted through the Pastoral Council 
in 1997, and in the survey conducted through the Called to 
Holiness and Mission in 2007. The three main needs are: 1) 
There is a need for an experience of community  which is 
very difficult for many people because of the large size of the 
parish; 2) There is a need to welcome new people ; and 3) 
There is a need to outreach to all parishioners and invite 
them into the life of the parish.   Although we have 
addressed these concerns in various ways over the past 13 
years, these needs remain valid and real.  For example, we 
still average approximately 100 new families a year 
moving into our parish.   For the past 10 years we have 
had an Orientation of New Members twice yearly; however, 
not everyone can attend.  We still need a way of contacting, 
welcoming, and inviting all these people, as well as, many of 
our other parishioners.  In 2003 the Pastoral Council once 
again discussed the relevancy of these needs along with an 
idea that was introduced in 1998.  Following one year of 
discussion the Council conducted a pilot project known as 
Neighborhood Parishes.  There are now over 70 
Neighborhood Parishes, and we continue to look for 
Neighborhood Parish Representatives as we identify more 
Neighborhood Parishes in our large parish.  If anyone is 
interested in becoming a Neighborhood Parish 
Representative, please call Carol at the Parish Office.
