Do you know about the ORDAINED MINISTRY?  

PRIESTS (Part 2 of 4) 
Deacons, priests and bishops constitute the ordained 
ministry of our church.   
Priests are the most familiar to us.  In ordinary 
circumstances, these are men who run our parishes and 
meet our everyday spiritual needs.  The essential role of the 
priest, however, is to preside at Eucharist.  By virtue of his 
ordination he has been gifted with the incredible power to 
call upon the Holy Spirit to transform bread and wine into the 
Body and Blood of Christ.  In addition to this, he is the 
interpreter of God’s Word as preacher and the mediator of 
God’s grace as minister of other sacraments except for Holy 
Orders.   
The Vatican II document, The Dogmatic Constitution on the 
Church, states, “….the priests are consecrated in order to 
preach the Gospel and shepherd the faithful as well as to 
celebrate divine worship as true priests of the New 
Testament. . . .  Priests are called to the service of the 
people of God who, under the authority of the bishop, 
sanctify and govern that portion of the Lord’s flock assigned 
to them render the universal Church visible in their locality 
and contribute efficaciously towards building up the whole 
body of Christ.” (Eph.4:12) (No 28)
