(Part 4 of 4) 
In today’s church, it is recognized that all of God’s people, 
lay and ordained alike, are called to rights and 
responsibilities with regard to the celebration of liturgy.  All of 
us together – ordained ministers, lay ministers, and 
congregation – constitute the assembly, and it is the 
assembly as a whole that is the liturgical celebrant.  Our 
identity as this priestly people flows from our baptism and 



comes with the expectation that each of us will take very 
seriously our own role within the assembly and be willing to 
enter fully into active and conscious participation in prayer, 
song, and ritual.     
The Vatican II document, The Dogmatic Constitution on the 
Church, states, “To those whom he intimately joins to his life 
and mission he also gives a share in his priestly office, to 
offer spiritual worship for the glory of the Father and the 
salvation of man.”
