AN IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT!
Over the past several years, our Parish Pastoral Council
has been studying and discussing and praying about
some very important topics. The Council members have
been looking at the parish as a whole and reviewing the
pastoral priorities and needs determined by the
Episcopal Visitation process back in the early 1990’s, by
the planning survey of the parish done in the late 1990's
and by the survey done very recently online as a part of
the Called to Holiness and Mission: Pastoral Planning in
the Diocese of Scranton. As part of their study -- a part
of each meeting — the Council members have read and
studied and discussed two books: From Maintenance
to Mission, Evangelization and the Revitalization o f
the Parish by Robert Rivers, CSP, a Paulist Priest, and
Dreams and Visions, Pastoral Planning for Lifelong
Faith Formation , by Bill Huebsch, a parish religious
education director and the author of many, many books
on lifelong faith formation. The result of the study,
discussion, review and has been a conviction shared by
all the members of the Parish Pastoral Council that the
best thing that we can do to begin to more fully meet the
needs of the members of our parish community is to
introduce a parish based retreat experience called
“Living Christ” . This “Living Christ” Retreat
experience will be available to all members of our parish
community and all will be invited to participate. The first
of these retreat experiences is scheduled for August of
this year. The plan is to have these retreats scheduled
on a monthly basis, probably eleven months of the year.
The retreat will be held at the parish and conducted by
the parish.

LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES

The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books
Do you know about the PATEN?
A paten is a plate used to hold bread to be offered and
consecrated, and from which they are consumed during the
celebration of the Eucharistic liturgy. Woven baskets and
plates made of common materials such as glass, wood,
pottery, and bone were the vessels used in the early church
for this purpose. By the third and fourth centuries, large
patens made of precious metals were more and more in
evidence though plates of lesser material and baskets
continued to be used. The medieval church in which people
felt more worthy to reverence than to receive the
consecrated elements saw the diminishing of the paten into
a very small plate to hold a single wafer of bread for the
priest. Vessels of common material disappeared entirely as
regulations governing all things liturgical began to proliferate.
Today the paten is to be held in special honor and to be
made from precious metal. If they are made from metal that
rusts or from a metal less precious than gold, then it should
be gilded on the inside. As to the form of the paten, the artist
may fashion them in a manner that is more in keeping with
the customs of each region, provided each vessel is suited to
the intended liturgical use and is clearly distinguishable from
those intended for everyday use. This also applies to the
ciborium, pyx, and monstrance.
One Last thing about Paul: Why is Paul called an ap
when he wasn't one of the twelve apostles?
Although the year of St. Paul officially ended on June 29, we
will answer this question that someone asked. The easiest
answer to the question is that the Risen Jesus appeared to
Paul and called him to be an apostle (1 Cor 1:1, Gal 1:1). To
respond in detail we need to review some NT vocabulary. In
the NT the word apostle (Greek apostolos = sent one) and
the word disciple (Greek mathetes = learner, student) can be
used interchangeably at times. Matthew formally designates
the twelve closest followers of Jesus “apostles” (Matt 10:2),
yet throughout the rest of the Gospel they are called
“disciples.” In Luke-Acts, however, a distinction exists
between the labels “apostle” and “disciple.” For Luke the
word “apostle” belongs exclusively to the Twelve, and Acts
even describes the choice of another to take the place of
Judas the betrayer (Acts 1:21-26). The one exception is
Acts 14:14 where Paul is also designated an apostle along
with Barnabas. Paul, himself, never uses the term “disciple”
in his letters. He only uses the term “apostle.” He applies it
to himself as well as to the other key figures among the early
followers of Jesus. Paul is proud to call himself an apostle
because he feels strongly that Jesus Christ has designated
him such no less than the original apostles.

communities have experienced several serious health issues
and deaths among our teens and young adults from
substance abuse. The Parish Nurse Ministry recognized the
need for ongoing education and awareness along with a
support group for parents, teens and young adults.

We received part of the money
($2,000) for the costs of a psychologist and general
assistance to set up the program and to train and educate
the nurses, for outside speakers, resource materials,
supplies, and emergency funds. This is contingent upon our
raising the rest of the money ($1,000) for expenses. We
would like to ask for your help in raising the remainder of the
money so we can start the training in the fall.

Sacramental Marriage

The loving power of God explains how couples can
pledge to stay together for a lifetime “no matter
what.” It explains how parents can care for their
children with patience and understanding, without
considering the cost. When this cooperative
moment happens publicly, in formal rituals marked
by words of faith and love, we say that God
becomes “sacramentally” present.
As a sacrament, Christian marriage has two special
features.
The sacrament of marriage is actually conferred by
each spouse on the other. The official witness-
usually a priest or deacon is a witness to the activity
taking place between the two spouses. They marry
each other, the priest or deacon does not marry
them.
Due to the ongoing nature of Christian marriage, the
wife and husband remain “givers of the sacrament”
throughout their lives. By carrying out their vows,
they continue to administer the sacrament to each



other. Marriage is truly “the gift that keeps on
giving.”
