LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES
The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books
Do you know about the CHALICE?
A chalice is a vessel used to hold wine for consecration
during the celebration of a Eucharistic liturgy. In the earliest
church, ordinary domestic drinking vessels such as those
made of glass or clay were used for this purpose. By the
third century, precious metals were becoming more common
in the crafting of chalices that were quite large and
sometimes even double-handed to facilitate the serving of
many communicants from a single source. During the
Middle Ages, as great reverence for the sacramental
elements came to overshadow their significance as a
unifying meal, fear of spillage ended the practice of the entire
community being offered the consecrated wine. At this time,
chalices decreased in size and came under increasing rules
about how they were made. Chalices had to be lined in gold
prior to Vatican Il, but current rules indicate only that chalices
be made of noble material and have bowls that are
nonabsorbent and rustproof. The word chalice comes from
the Latin word calix which means cup.

AN IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT!

Over the past several years, our Parish Pastoral Council
has been studying and discussing and praying about
some very important topics. The Council members have
been looking at the parish as a whole and reviewing the
pastoral priorities and needs determined by the
Episcopal Visitation process back in the early 1990’s, by
the planning survey of the parish done in the late 1990’'s
and by the survey done very recently online as part of
the Called to Holiness and Mission: Pastoral
Planning in the Diocese of Scranton . As part of their
study -- a part of each meeting — the Council members
have read and studied and discussed two books: From
Maintenance to Mission, Evangelization and the
Revitalization of the Parish by Robert Rivers, CSP, a
Paulist Priest, and Dreams and Visions, Pastoral
Planning for Lifelong Faith Formation , by Bill
Huebsch, a parish religious education director and the
author of many, many books on lifelong faith formation.
The result of the study, discussion, and has been a
conviction shared by all the members of the Parish
Pastoral Council that the best thing that we can do to
begin to more fully meet the needs of the members of
our parish community is to introduce a parish based
retreat experience called “Living Christ” . This “Living
Christ” Retreat experience will be available to all
members of our parish community and all will be invited
to participate. The first of these retreat experiences is
scheduled for August of this year. The plan is to have
these retreats scheduled on a monthly basis, probably

eleven months of the year. The retreat will be held at the
parish and conducted by the parish. It will involve a
commitment of about twelve hours: Thursday evening
from 6:00 P.M. until 10:00 P.M.; Friday evening from
6:00 P.M. until 10:00 P.M.; and Saturday from 9:00 A.M.
until 12:30 P.M. or 1:00 P.M. Please begin to pray for
God’s blessing on the “Living Christ” Retreats  in our
parish. More details will follow in coming weeks. (This
announcement is reprinted from last week’s bulletin
because many people are on vacation this time of
the year, especially last weekend, the Fourth of Ju ly
Weekend.)

CLUSTER #4 IMPLEMENTATION PLAN

The Implementation Team has submitted a plan for Cluster
#4 (Our Lady of the Snows/Church of St. Benedict, Church
of St. Gregory, Our Lady of the Abingtons, and St. Patrick) to
the Diocese. This is composed of a Values and Vision
Statement accompanied by a detail plan outlining goals,
objectives, action step, frequency and responsibilities. We
will place sections of this plan in the bulletin each week until
the entire plan has been communicated. If you are
interested in working on any of the subcommittees or have
any questions, please feel free to call the priests at any of
the parishes or Carol at the Parish Center.

GOAL: The creation of the partnership. Objective A: To
decide on a group of joint programs that we can begin to
work on in the first year of the partnership. Action steps: 1)
identify the programs, 2) Recruit partnership representatives
for each parish, individuals who will, either alone or with a
committee, be responsible for communicating with each
other and with his or her won parish about the partnership
and its activities. When: 1) The programs have been
identified as of May 2009 and need to be prioritized. 2)
Partnership representatives should be named by July 2009.
Objective B: To create a regular system of notifying
parishioners about partnership news and activities. Action
Steps: 1) Install bulletin boards and/or reserve regular
bulletin space at each of the parishes for partnership
purposes. 2) Have partnership activities posted on each
parish’s website, where available. When: as soon as
possible.

TIPS FROM THE PARISH NURSES
Guide for Disposing of Old Meds
*Inquire from your local pharmacy if they would accept
expired meds to incinerate when they dispose of theirs. This
is one of the safest ways to prevent the medications from
polluting our environment.
*Place your old pills in a container with coffee grinds or cat
litter to disguise and destroy the pill, then dispose of them in
the trash. We do not recommend that you throw them down
the sink or commode. This is no longer suggested by the
FDA.
*Call your trash disposal company for further suggestions.
Parish Nurse Grant from Scranton Area Foundation
For Drug and Alcohol Awareness Support Group
Within the past year, our parish and surrounding
communities have experienced several serious health issues
and deaths among our teens and young adults from
substance abuse. The Parish Nurse Ministry recognized the
need for ongoing education and awareness along with a
support group for parents, teens and young adults. We hope
to make the parish community and surrounding communities
aware that early use of drugs and alcohol increases a
person’s chance of a more serious drug and alcohol abuse
leading to addiction and serious health problems. .
We applied for and received a Drug and Alcohol Awareness
Support Group — Contingent Grant. We received part of the
money ($2,000) for the costs of a psychologist and general
assistance to set up the program and to train and educate
the nurses, for outside speakers, resource materials,
supplies, and emergency funds. This is contingent that we
raise the rest of the money ($1,000) for expenses. We
would like to ask for your help in raising the remainder of the
money so we can start the training in the fall. If anyone is
