“LIVING CHRIST” RETREATS 

The “Living Christ” Retreats  will, hopefully, become a 
part of our ordinary, everyday parish life, at least until all 
members of our parish have had an opportunity to 
participate in one of these retreats.  These retreats will 
provide each member of our parish with an opportunity 
to know Jesus Christ better and love him more fully. As 
each of us comes closer to Jesus, we will also come 
closer to one another. 
The usual difficulty for most people in making a retreat is 
the time away from home. The “Living Christ” Retreat 
was designed to be parish-based.  Everyone stays at 
home and the usual workday times are not involved with 
the retreat. Three four-hour sessions  at the parish are 
what is involved: 6:00 P.M. until 10:00 P.M., with 
supper, on a Thursday evening;  6:00 P.M. until 10:00 
P.M., with supper, on Friday evening, and 9:00 A.M.  
until about 1:00 P.M. on Saturday.  There will be more 
information concerning thee retreats in the bulletin in the 
coming weeks. Please pray  for God’s blessing  on this 
Retreat Program in our parish. It has the potential to 
enrich and deepen our faith and our parish life. Prayer  is 
absolutely essential for a successful retreat program.  
 

STEWARDSHIP OF TREASURE 
Your Sacrificial Offering  for last weekend amounted to 
$16,715.70.  Thank you  for your Sacrificial Offering  
which makes possible the day-to-day life of our parish 
with its many ministries and the requirements of 
maintenance of our beautiful properties. Thank you for 
all that you do!        
In order to make ends meet, we need to average 
$16,200.00 a weekend. Anything you can do to help us 
reach that figure in these challenging times will be 
greatly appreciated.  

 
PARISH FINANCES: A DEFICIT 

The problems in the global and national economy have 
become problems in our parish economy. Through the 
generous sacrifices of so many parishioners in difficult 
times, we have been able to maintain our properties and 
ministries. However, our Total Envelope Income  for the 
fiscal year that ended on June 30, 2009, was down 
3.4% or $32,183.00 from the previous fiscal year. In our 
budget for the fiscal year just ended, we had projected 
an increase of 4% in Envelope Income. Despite the fact 
that we were very careful with spending throughout the 
year, the 3.4 % decrease in envelope income coupled 
with the increase that we did not get resulted in our 
having over $45,000.00  in unpaid bills at the end of the 
fiscal year. Considering the difficult times, everyone can 
understand why there would be a deficit. We are very 
grateful  for the tremendous generosity which resulted in 
Total Income  of $1,026,013.33 for the fiscal year just 
ended. However, our concern is with maintaining our 
beautiful parish properties and our many important 
ministries through this difficult economic crisis. At 

present, we are still working on the budget for the 
current fiscal year. We are trying to save as much 
money as possible while maintaining everything that is 
essential. Please continue your usual generosity, and, if 
possible, please consider an increase or an 
additional gift as you are able.  It is very important that 
we meet all of our financial responsibilities. Your prayers 
and whatever help you can give are needed. Thank you 
for whatever you can do.

LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES 

The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books 
Do you know about the WINE VESSELS? 
When a relatively large amount of wine is going to be 
consecrated at a Eucharistic liturgy, it is brought to the altar 
in a flagon, decanter, carafe, or pitches – or in as many of 
these as deemed necessary for the size of the assembly.  
Wine is consecrated in the chalice and in these vessels, and 
only later, during the fraction rite as we sing or say the 
“Lamb of God” is it divided into separate cups for the 
people’s communion.  Consecrating as much of the wine as 
possible in a single vessel preserves the symbol of “one cup” 
even though it has to be divided for ease of distribution.  
These larger vessels, like chalices, should be noble in 
design, rustproof, and of a nonabsorbent material.  .

Parish Nurse Grant from Scranton Area Foundation  
For Drug and Alcohol Awareness Support Group   

Within the past year, our parish and surrounding 
communities have experienced several serious health issues 
and deaths among our teens and young adults from 
substance abuse. The Parish Nurse Ministry recognized the 
need for ongoing education and awareness groups and 
forums to be available for parents, teens and young adults.  
We hope to make the parish community and surrounding 
communities aware that early use of drugs and alcohol 
increases a person’s chance of a more serious drug and 
alcohol abuse leading to addiction and serious health 
problems.  .   
We applied for and received a Drug and Alcohol Awareness 
Support Group – Contingent Grant.  We received part of the 
money ($2,000) for the costs of a psychologist and general 
assistance to set up the program and to train and educate 
the nurses, for outside speakers, resource materials, 
supplies, and emergency funds.  This is contingent that we 
raise the rest of the money ($1,000) for expenses.  We 
would like to ask for your help in raising the remainder of the 
money so we can start the training in the fall.  If anyone is

ten) meeting in the home of a leader – very often a 
parent. The size of the group and the setting resulted in 
many improvements in the formation and education 
process: more personal and individual attention for 
students, more regular attendance, fewer discipline 
problems and improved communication between the 
cluster leader/catechist and the parents of the students. 
The closer relationship between the student and the 
leader has deepened the relationship of the student with 
the larger parish community and enables group service 
projects and prayer experiences that would not have 
been possible with the traditional classroom model. In 
fact, many of our cluster leaders have remained in the 
program for several years, moving with their child and 
the group from one grade to the next. Some of our 
cluster leaders have started with a group of second 
graders and stayed with the same group through eighth 
grade. If you have any questions about the cluster 
approach, please contact Mrs. Nettie Goldate, our parish 
Director of Religious Education, at the parish office. In 
most grades, traditional classroom models remain an 
option.
