OUR 2010 MISSION COOPERATIVE PLAN 

The Propagation of the Faith Office  of the Scranton Diocese 
has invited the Diocese of Kumbakonam, India , to speak to 
us about their missionary activities and challenges. And so 
Father M.S. Selva Raj will be speaking to us during all 
Masses this weekend, June 5-6, 2010. This diocese has an 
area of 7,823 square kilometers and is situated in Tamil 
Nadu, South India with a Catholic population of 213,000 
which is 6% of the total population. It is served by 182 
diocesan priests and 45 religious priests, 501 nuns and 17 
trained lay catechists. The Kumbakonam diocese celebrated 
the centenary of its inception in 1999 by setting certain 
concrete and meaningful goals for a New Evangelization in 
the Third Millenium, like:- 1.) Construction of 2o more new 
parishes, each with a new Church and rectory. Now there 
are 87 parishes and 641 mission stations. Many of these are 
so large that they have to be made independent parishes 
with a resident priest. The people are quite unable to support 
the Church for such pressing pastoral projects.  2)  
Construction of convents for those parishes which do not 
have one. Now thee are 501 nuns in charge of catechetical, 
educational, medical and social ministries throughout this 
rural diocese, thus educating the children in their faith and 
hel=ping the people, particularly the poor, for their integral 
faith development. 3.) Training a lay catechist for each 
mission in Liturgy, Bible and Catechetics. 4.) Recruiting more 
young men in the seminary since the rural diocese abounds 
in vocations to the priesthood and religious life. And sending 

a few as missionaries where they are most needed. 5.) 
Education of 2,000 very poor or orphan children from remote 
villages every year by providing them with free board and 
lodging. The diocese is trying to materialize the goals set 
for the centenary gradually, depending on the 
availability of funds. Every year, an average of 50  young 
men and women go out of this diocese to other 
missions throughout India and other parts of the wo rld 
to serve God and His people as missionaries. The 
mission and spiritual prospects of the Kumbakonam 
Diocese are bright but its needs are pressing. 60% of its 
Catholics are depressingly poor. Therefore, your fe rvent 
prayers and generous help are earnestly requested f or 
building the KINGDOM of GOD in and through the 
diocese of KUMBAKONAM, INDIA.

Do you know about Saint Ephrem (+373), deacon, doct or 
of the church, whose memorial is June 9?  
We are now in Summer Ordinary Time. Please tell the 
children we will be featuring a different saint each week in 
this column.    
Saint Ephrem was a Syrian deacon, writer of hymns, and 
theologian of the fourth century.  His hymns were written to 
provide catechesis, and some even warn against heresies.  
Over four hundred of them still exist.  Pope Benedict XVI 
said that Ephrem shows that Christianity is not solely a 
European religion, but demonstrates the cultural diversity of 
early Christians.      
Lesson : It has been said that “whoever sings, prays twice.”  
Music and singing are powerful ways of expressing emotions 
– and Ephrem realized they can be a valuable form of 
worship and of proclaiming the truth.

THE NEIGHBORHOOD PARISH PROGRAM 
What are Neighborhood Parishes doing?   
It is very easy to fulfill the role of Neighborhood Parish 
Representative during the spring, summer, and fall.  This is 
an ideal time to both make a contact and invite to a social 
gathering in one easy phone call or card. This fulfills your 
responsibility as liaison between the parish and parishioners 
to meet the needs of an experience of community , a need 
to welcome new people, and a need to outreach to all 
parishioners and invite them into the life of the p arish.   



Below is a list of ideas for Neighborhood Parish Reps to use 
during the year.   
Collection for the Food Pantry:  We are always in need of 
food for the pantry both at our church and in Dalton.  Several 
NPRs contacted their members and asked for non-
perishable items.  They left a large container on their front 
porch and made no accounting for who gave what.  The 
donations were anonymous and plentiful. The food was then 
delivered to the parish or directly to the food pantry.   
Bazaar dates August 5, 6, 7, 2010: This is a perfect way to 
involve members in the life of the parish and would certainly 
qualify as the contact and social gathering.  There are 
several way people can participate: 1) collect baked goods 
from everyone and deliver them to the Bazaar; 2) ask 
parishioners to gather books or bargain barn items and offer 
to deliver them to the Bazaar; 3) collect items to make up a 
basket for the basket booth; 4) sign your neighborhood up to 
work a particular booth one night of the bazaar; 5) send them 
a letter of invitation asking them to attend the bazaar one or 
all three nights.  
Collection of Household Goods:  Choose your favorite 
charity and collect items over the summer and bring it to the 
charity.   
100th Anniversary Celebrations: invite your neighborhood to 
any of the 100th Anniversary celebrations through out this 
year such as the Strawberry Festival on June 13, 2010 or the 
Centennial choir Concert on July 14, 2010.  This would also 
qualify as a contact and a social. 
Social:  This can be done in so many ways over the summer 
or fall such as; a pot luck supper, have donuts and coffee 
after mass for your neighborhood (you need to book the 
Gathering Room at the parish office); have an ice cream 
social.; just have people over for coffee and cake in the  
back yard, etc.   
More ideas to come next month that will help you easily 
complete your goal of contact and inviting to a social 
gathering.  The most important element of the goal is the 
invitation .  We cannot be sure of the response to our 
invitations – we can only be consistent and faithful.  It is 
enough to INVITE because the person at least knows that 
they are important to the parish and are welcome.  When 
NPRs give members the gift of contacting, welcoming, and 
invitation, it is opening the door for the Holy Spirit to work in 
their lives. If anyone would like more information or is 
interested in becoming a Neighborhood Parish 
Representative, please call Carol at the Parish Office.  

JAMAICA MINISTRY 
Jamaica Mission trip: Eleven parishioners will travel to 
Jamaica from August 9 to 14 to meet with the Jamaican 
contact people and plan how we can work together to 
enrich our spiritual lives while assisting each other in 
material ways.  Each member of the group has a specific 
contact to meet with and a specific task from improving the 
physical plant at the retreat house, to determining the 
needs of the schools and the medical clinics.  Group 
members are becoming credentialed in Jamaica so that 
they can learn the process for future volunteers so they 
can provide professional services.  .

In the story about the feeding of the five thousand, it is 
interesting to note that while the disciples saw the need, 
their solution was to send the people home.  When Jesus 
asks why they don’t feed them, the disciples ask if he was 
serious—they did not have enough to feed everyone.
