LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES

The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books
Do you know about the AMBRY?
Ambry is the term used to refer to the repository for holy oils.
It should be a secure cabinet, and the most logical place for
it to be located is near the baptismal font. The oil used at
baptism is chrism, a mixture of plant oil (traditionally olive,
but others may be used) and balsam, a fragrance derived
from certain aromatic trees. Chrism is considered the holist
of the oils and is also used at confirmations, ordinations, and
church dedications. The other holy oils are the oil of the sick
used to anoint those who are seriously ill or near death and
the oil of catechumens used to anoint those who are
preparing for baptism. These are olive or other plant oils
also but with no added ingredients. All three types are
blessed by the bishop and distributed to the various parishes
at the diocesan chrism Mass on Holy Thursday morning or at
some other time during Holy Week each year. Inside the
ambry, the vessels that actually hold the oils are called
chrismatories or ampullae. The vessels in our ambry have
colored ribbon tied around them — the sacred chrism is white;
the oil of the sick is purple; and the oil of catechumens is
green. The ambry in Our Lady of the Snows is located in the
wall next to the baptistry. The ambry in Church of St.
Benedict is located in the wall in the right front of the church.
Can you locate them, and do you see the different oils?
Year of St. Paul from June 28, 2008 to June 29, 200 9
Paul finds God'’s strength in Suffering:
Besides all the beatings and dangers Paul found on his
journeys, Paul was also frequently in prison. Of the 13
letters in the New Testament where Paul is identified as the
author, in five of them we are told he is writing from prison. It
is with great difficult that scholars try to identify where and
when some of them may have been written, because Paul, it
seems, made a pest of himself everywhere he went. There
may well have been periods and places of imprisonment that
have been never been identified. It might seem that a life of
such turmoil, especially one that ended in a final
imprisonment and execution, could hardly be said to be
praiseworthy, let alone successful. And yet it is the turmoil,
the suffering and the incarcerations that Paul brags about in
his life. When Paul tells the Corinthians of his many ordeals,
he quite plainly assures the, he is boasting (2Cor. 11:16-21).

For Paul, his sufferings, which he calls weaknesses, are
boast-worthy precisely because they leave so much room for
God’s strength to be revealed in Paul’s life. Three times he
had asked God for release from a particular (but not explicitly
named) affliction, only to be told, “My grace is sufficient for
you, for power is made perfect in weakness” (2 Cor. 12:9).
For that reason, Paul goes on to say, “I am content with
weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, and
constraints, for the sake of Christ; for when | am weak, then |
am strong” (12:10).
