LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES

The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books
Do you know about the SACRED BOOK?
The Lectionary, Sacramentary, Book of the Gospels
There are many liturgical books in our church’s sacristies,
but the ones we see most frequently are the lectionary, the
Sacramentary, and the Book of the Gospels. The Lectionary
contains all the Scripture texts including the first and second
readings, the Gospel reading, the responsorial psalm, and
the Gospel acclamation verse. The lector, deacon and priest
proclaim the Word of God from the lectionary at the ambo
during the daily liturgy. On Sundays, Holy Days, and special
occasions, the lector proclaims the Word of God from the
lectionary, and the presider or deacon proclaims the Gospel
from the Book of the Gospels. The Book of the Gospels
contains only the Gospel readings and is usually a large and
beautiful volume. Most revered of all the books, it may be
carried in procession, enthroned upon the altar, kissed and
incensed. The Sacramentary contains all of the prayers
offered by the presiding celebrant and all of the instructions
(rubrics) he needs to celebrate correctly. The altar servers
hold the Sacramentary for the presider when he is praying.
The Lectionary and Sacramentary are used in every
community at every Mass. The Book of the Gospels is often
saved for use only on special occasions or during the festive
seasons of Christmas and Easter.
Year of St. Paul from June 28, 2008 to June 29, 200 9
Paul finds God'’s strength in Suffering:
Paul's sufferings, perhaps, more than anything else,
encapsulates both his spirituality and his inestimable legacy
as Christ’'s apostle to the Gentiles. When Paul was weak,
God was all the stronger in his life — even in his death. We
see this in every aspect of the apostle’s life, but his
imprisonments are especially good examples. As an
apostle, it was Paul’'s mission to travel — unfettered by any of
the more typical cares of the world — “to the ends of the
earth” (I Cor. 7:29-31). It would seem the greatest defeat to
his calling to be chained in prison. Paul took courage from
the fact that it was because of his faithfulness that he had
been imprisoned. In Second Timothy, Paul's confidence that
his chains have not slowed his purpose in life is once again
revealed: “Remember Jesus Christ, raised from the dead, a
descendent of David: such is my Gospel, for which | am
suffering, even to the point of chains, like a criminal. But the
word of God is not chained” (2:9). Perhaps even because of
his chains, the Gospel Paul preached not only went to the
ends of the earth, it has spanned the globe for nearly 2,000
years. If the name of Christ is found as praise upon our lips,
let us thank the apostle who was not ashamed to be found
weak in order that we might know strength in Christ.
