We have received word from Msgr. Joseph Bambera 
that Cardinal Rigali, the Apostolic Administrator of the 
Diocese of Scranton, has lifted the ban on Sharing the 
Cup during Mass and exchanging the Sign of Peace with 
a handshake. This ban had been in effect since last 
October due to concern about the H1N1 Flu. According 
to the Center for Disease Control, the Flu has 
significantly dissipated throughout the country and 
especially in our region. We resumed offering the Cup 
and the Sign of Peace at each Mass last weekend.

LENTEN FAST AND ABSTINENCE 
Good Friday, April 2 , is a Day of Fast and Abstinence. 
All of the Fridays  of Lent are Days of Abstinence .  
All of the faithful who have reached the age of 14 are 
obliged by the law of abstinence. On a day of 
abstinence, no meat may be eaten by anyone obliged by 
this law. 
All of the faithful from the age of 18 to their 59th birthday 
are obliged by the law to fast. On a fast day, those 

obliged by this law eat only one full meal and two partial 
meals unless dispensed or excused.  

 

EASTER TRIDUUM:  
IMPORTANT AND CENTRAL 

The Three Days of the Easter Triduum are the most 
important and most significant days in the liturgical life of 
the Church. Please mark your calendars and make plans 
to participate in the special liturgies of the Easter 
Triduum, the Three Great Holy Days. If you were only 
able to be at Church three times in a year, these three 
days would be the time to be there.  
The Easter Triduum  begins with Holy Thursday, April 
1, 2010. The Mass of the Lord’s Supper  will be 
celebrated at 7:00 P.M. in the Church of Saint Benedict 
on that day. Good Friday  will be observed on April 2, 
2010 with the Solemn Liturgy  at 7:00 P.M. at the 
Church of Saint Benedict. Holy Saturday  will be 
observed on April 3, 2010  with the Easter Vigil Mass  at 
8:00 P.M. at the Church of Saint Benedict. Easter 
Sunday Masses will be celebrated at both churches on 
Easter Sunday, April 4, 2010 . The schedule will be 
published in weeks to come. Please mark your 
calendars and plan to join us for the liturgies of the 
Easter Triduum.  
On Holy Saturday evening , we gather at 8:00 P.M. in 
the Church of Saint Benedict  for the Solemn Easter 
Vigil. This Liturgy is also very solemn and special. It 
begins with the Blessing and Lighting of the Easter Fire 
and the Blessing and Lighting of the Easter Candle, the 
symbol of Jesus raised from the dead. This is followed 
by the Liturgy of the Word which begins with a number of 
Readings from the Hebrew Scriptures (the Old 
Testament) and concludes with  an Epistle and a Gospel 
account of the Resurrection of Jesus (the Empty Tomb) 
and a homily.  After the homily, Baptismal Water is 
blessed and new members are received into the Church 
Family by Baptism or a Profession of Faith (if they are 
already baptized in another denomination). Renewal of 
Baptism Promises by all present then follows. 
Confirmation is then celebrated for the newly received 
members All then celebrate and share in the Eucharist. 
This solemn celebration then concludes with our being 
sent to live as people already raised from the dead with 
Jesus. In this way, we proclaim the Resurrection of 
Jesus to all we meet and to the world in which we 
live.

Unfortunately in our culture we [are held] fast in a grip of 
deadly attitudes about human life, about the human 
person, especially in the moments of his or her beautiful 

but fragile beginnings and in the vulnerable times of old 
age and illness. There are some in our culture and in our 
country… who think that human civil institutions or some 
given human subject bestow the right to life. No! Not any 
of us can bestow the right to life. We can only recognize 
the right to life, uphold and defend it, and cherish its 
beauty.
