LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES
Do you know about Saint Bernadine of Siena (+1444)
whose memorial is May 20 "'?
During the Easter Season and Summer/Fall Ordinary Time
we will be telling you about the saints whose feast or
memorial we will be celebrating during the next week.
Please let the children know about this featured co lumn.
Saint Bernadine was an lItalian Franciscan, a priest, and
preacher. He was orphaned young and was raised by a
pious aunt. While still a student, he helped care for the sick
during an outbreak of bubonic plague, caught it, and almost
died. Bernadine joined a strict branch of the Franciscans
called the Observants, around 1402. Known as the “Apostle
of Italy,” he preached devotion to the Holy Name of Jesus,
popularizing the use of the monogram, I.H.S. (Jesus
Hominun Salvator, meaning “Jesus the Savior of Humanity”)
and encouraging his hearers to burn unnecessary luxuries in
“bonfires of vanities.”
Lesson : As St. Paul stated, “God bestowed upon Jesus the
Name that is above every other name.” As St. Bernadine
realized, honoring the Holy Name of Jesus is the sign of a
true Christian.

THE NEIGHBORHOOD PARISH PROGRAM
What is the role of a Neighborhood Parish
Representative (NPR)?

Neighborhood Parishes fulfill the three main needs identified
in our faith community for the last 25 years. There is a need
for an experience of community , a need to welcome new
people, and a need to outreach to all parishioners and

invite them into the life of the parish. Because these
needs are ongoing we have an ongoing project called
Neighborhood Parishes which is a group of 10-15 families
linked as closely as possible in a natural geographic
neighborhoods. = Each Neighborhood Parish has a couple
or two persons who are the Neighborhood Parish
Representatives (NPRs). They have an important but very
easy position to fulfill. A NPR has two simple
responsibilities: 1) to contact neighborhood members twice a
year by a card, telephone, email, visit, etc. and 2) to invite
them to one social gathering such as the bazaar, Jamaica
Mission collection, the annual Advent reflection, coffee and
donuts, pot luck supper, etc. The most important element of
the goal is the invitation . We cannot be sure of the
response to our invitations — we can only be consistent and
faithful. It is enough to INVITE because the person at least
knows that they are important to the parish and are
welcome. When NPRs give members the gift of contacting,
welcoming, and invitation, it is opening the door for the Holy
Spirit to work in their lives. If anyone would like more
