LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES
The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books

Do you know about the PRESIDENTIAL CHAIR?
The priest celebrant presides over the assembly and directs
much of its prayer from the presidential chair. The chair is
placed in a way that allows for good visual and oral
communication between priest and people, but directives do
not specify any particular location. As the seat of the

community’s leader, it must have some visual importance but
should in no way resemble a throne. In addition to the
presidential chair, cathedral churches (like St. Peter’s
Cathedral) have a second chair, the cathedra or bishop’s
chair. The seat for the deacon should be placed near that of
the celebrant. Seats for the other ministers are to be
arranged so that they are clearly distinguishable from those
for the clergy and so that the ministers are easily able to
fulfill the function entrusted to them.

Grimalia, additional pages had to be
added so that each of the Bishop’s general and particular
directives was addressed.

It
was pointed out that any Diocesan assessments would
seriously impact budgets for all the parishes; therefore, this
information is needed in order for finance committees to
make realistic budgets.
