OUR 2010 MISSION COOPERATIVE PLAN
The Propagation of the Faith Office of the Scranton Diocese
has invited the Diocese of Kumbakonam, India , to speak to
us about their missionary activities and challenges. And so
Father M.S. Selva Raj will be speaking to us during all
Masses on the weekend of June 5-6, 2010. This diocese has
an area of 7,823 square kilometers and is situated in Tamil
Nadu, South India with a Catholic population of 213,000
which is 6% of the total population. It is served by 182
diocesan priests and 45 religious priests, 501 nuns and 17
trained lay catechists. The Kumbakonam diocese celebrated
the centenary of its inception in 1999 by setting certain
concrete and meaningful goals for a New Evangelization in
the Third Millenium, like:- 1.) Construction of 20 more new
parishes, each with a new Church and rectory. Now there
are 87 parishes and 641 mission stations. Many of these are
so large that they have to be made independent parishes
with a resident priest. The people are quite unable to support
the Church for such pressing pastoral projects. 2)
Construction of convents for those parishes which do not
have one. Now thee are 501 nuns in charge of catechetical,
educational, medical and social ministries throughout this
rural diocese, thus educating the children in their faith and
hel=ping the people, particularly the poor, for their integral
faith development. 3.) Training a lay catechist for each
mission in Liturgy, Bible and Catechetics. 4.) Recruiting more
young men in the seminary since the rural diocese abounds
in vocations to the priesthood and religious life. And sending

a few as missionaries where they are most needed. 5.)
Education of 2,000 very poor or orphan children from remote
villages every year by providing them with free board and
lodging. The diocese is trying to materialize the goals set

for the centenary gradually, depending on the
availability of funds. Every year, an average of 50  young
men and women go out of this diocese to other
missions throughout India and other parts of the wo rid
to serve God and His people as missionaries. The
mission and spiritual prospects of the Kumbakonam
Diocese are bright but its needs are pressing. 60% of its
Catholics are depressingly poor. Therefore, your fe  rvent
prayers and generous help are earnestly requested f  or
building the KINGDOM of GOD in and through the
diocese of KUMBAKONAM, INDIA.

LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES

Do you know about Saint Justin (+105) martyr whose
memorial is June 1?
We are now in Summer Ordinary Time. Please tell the
children we will be featuring a different saint each week in
this column.
Saint Justin, also called Justin Martyr, was born in Judea
and raised pagan by parents who were probably Greek or
Roman. He studied philosophy, converted to Christianity,
and spent his life teaching and writing. Justin is best known
for his Apologies and for his Dialogue with Trypho, and he
fought against the heresy of Marcion, who rejected the Old
Testament. Justin’s life ended in Rome, where he was
martyred under Marcus Aurelius. He is one of the first
Christian apologists (second and third century Christian
writers who first developed whole works to defend the faith
against pagans) to employ philosophy as a tool toward
greater understanding of the faith.
Lesson : St. Justin realized that once we have discovered
the truth, we must not forsake it for anything, even at the
cost of our lives — for as Jesus said, “the truth will set you
free” (John 8:32).

THE NEIGHBORHOOD PARISH PROGRAM
What is the role of a Neighborhood Parish
Representative (NPR)?
Neighborhood Parishes fulfill the three main needs identified
in our faith community for the last 25 years. There is a need
for an experience of community , a need to welcome new
people, and a need to outreach to all parishioners and




invite them into the life of the parish. Because these
needs are ongoing we have an ongoing project called
Neighborhood Parishes which is a group of 10-15 families
linked as closely as possible in a natural geographic
neighborhoods. = Each Neighborhood Parish has a couple
or two persons who are the Neighborhood Parish
Representatives (NPRs). They have an important but very
easy position to fulfill. A NPR has two simple
responsibilities: 1) to contact neighborhood members twice a
year by a card, telephone, email, visit, etc. and 2) to invite
them to one social gathering such as the bazaar, Jamaica
Mission collection, the annual Advent reflection, coffee and
donuts, pot luck supper, etc. The most important element of
the goal is the invitation . We cannot be sure of the
response to our invitations — we can only be consistent and
faithful. It is enough to INVITE because the person at least
knows that they are important to the parish and are
welcome. When NPRs give members the gift of contacting,
welcoming, and invitation, it is opening the door for the Holy
Spirit to work in their lives. If anyone would like more
information or is interested in becoming a Neighborhood
Parish Representative, please call Carol at the Parish Office.
