ALL SOULS DAY 
Monday  of this week, November 2 , is All Souls’ 
Day, the special day each year on which we 
remember to pray for all of our brothers and sisters 
who have died and have gone before us. This prayer 
is made with great confidence built on our faith in the 
resurrection of Jesus from the dead. On that day our 
Mass will be celebrated in Our Lady of the Snows 
Church at 7:00 A.M., 12:10 P.M., and 7:00 P.M. 
please join us for Mass at one of these times. The 
Mass at 7:00 P.M. will include special prayers for all 
the members of our parish who have died since All 
Souls’ Day last year. Please join us Mass at one of 
these times. 
 

NOVEMBER: MONTH OF ALL SOULS 
Traditionally, the month of November has been a 
special month during which we prayed in a special 
way all during the month for all of our deceased 
brothers and sister. This invitation continues to be 
extended to us today. All during this month we are 
asked to remember in prayer all those who have died 
and have gone before. As part of our observance of 
the month of All Souls, we pray during the Prayer of 
the Faithful at all Masse on this, the first weekend of 
November, for all of the people in our parish who 
have died since the beginning of November last year.

COMMITMENT WEEKEND 

LET US DO GREAT THINGS TOGETHER 
Thank you to all who participated in Commitment 
Weekend last weekend by making a donation or a 
pledge to the 2009 Diocesan Annual Appeal. Thank 
you also to those who have already sent a donation or 
pledge to the Appeal Office in response to the letter you 
received in the mail. If you have not already made a 
donation or a pledge, please consider doing so. Each 
and every gift, regardless of its size is important.  
Whatever you can do is appreciated very much.   
Our parish goal  for this year’s Appeal  is $119,055.00.  I 
know that this goal seems to be unreachable but it can 
be achieved and in that way we can do our part to help 
our Diocese at a time of great financial stress. Your 
great generosity shown in so many ways over so many 
years can make it possible for us to reach the goal.  
The key to meeting the goal is the percentage of 
participation. Naturally, the more people who contribute, 
the higher our parish donation will be. 
If 800 individuals or families pledged $150 (five monthly 
payments of thirty dollars), we would reach $120,000.00. 
800 individual or family gifts are a high number, but 
reachable. From past history, we know that $150 is a 
high amount for many people, but, from the same 
history, we know that many people pledge higher than 
that amount. All of us working together and doing what 
each of us can do will result in a very successful Appeal 
as we prepare to welcome a new bishop, probably in the 
early months of 2010. We really do not want the new 
bishop’s first concern to be lack of money. Please pray 
for God’s blessing on our diocese and on this year’s 
Appeal and please do whatever you are able to do.

The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books 
Do you know about the GESTURES? 
The gestures and posture of the priest, the deacon, and the 
ministers, as well as those of the people, ought to contribute 
to making the entire celebration resplendent with beauty and 
noble simplicity, so that the true and full meaning of the 
different parts of the celebration is evident and that the 
participation of all  is fostered.  Therefore, attention should 
be paid to what is determined by this General Instruction and 
the traditional practice of the Roman Rite and to what serves 
the common spiritual good of the People of God, rather than 
private inclination or arbitrary choice.  A common posture, to 



be observed by all participants, is a sign of the unity of the 
members of the Christian community gathered for the sacred 
Liturgy: it both expresses and fosters the intention and 
spiritual attitude of the participants.  We will look at the 
subject closer in the next couple of weeks.

Parish Nurse Grant from Scranton Area Foundation  
For Drug and Alcohol Awareness Support Group   

Within the past year, our parish and surrounding 
communities have experienced several serious health issues 
and deaths among our teens and young adults from 
substance abuse. The Parish Nurse Ministry recognized the 
need for ongoing education and awareness groups and 
forums to be available for parents, teens and young adults.
