The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books 

Do you know about the GESTURES? (Part 3 of 4) 
The gestures and posture of the priest, the deacon, and the 
ministers, as well as those of the people, ought to contribute 
to making the entire celebration resplendent with beauty and 
noble simplicity, so that the true and full meaning of the 
different parts of the celebration is evident and that the 
participation of all is fostered.  
In the diocese of the United States of America, the faithful 
should kneel beginning after the singing or recitation of the 
Sanctus until after the Amen of the Eucharistic Prayer, 
except when prevented on occasions by reasons of health, 
lack of space, the large number of people present, or some 
other good reason.  Those who do not kneel ought to make a 
profound bow when the priest genuflects after the 
consecration.  The faithful kneel after the Agnus Dei unless 
the diocesan Bishop determines otherwise.

You can ask the question, “How 
can people who have nothing and are on their death bed 
have such faith?”

Erin 
Phillips, a medical school student, spent her week 
traveling the island alongside Dr. Carol.  They worked at 
several clinics and saw hundreds of people during the 
week.  Some people were there for aches and pains and 
some there because they had a deadly illness.  Many 
children were there for their annual school physical.   
At the end of the week we all met and shared stories over 
dinner: Passionists, Volunteers, and our Jamaican hosts.  
We had an amazing adventure and are looking at going 
back next summer to help again.  Thanks to everyone who 
made the trip possible.

Parish Nurse Grant from Scranton Area Foundation  
For Drug and Alcohol Awareness Support Group   

Within the past year, our parish and surrounding 
communities have experienced several serious health issues 
and deaths among our teens and young adults from 
substance abuse. The Parish Nurse Ministry recognized the 
need for ongoing education and awareness groups and 
forums to be available for parents, teens and young adults.  
We hope to make the parish community and surrounding 
communities aware that early use of drugs and alcohol 
increases a person’s chance of a more serious drug and 



alcohol abuse leading to addiction and serious health 
problems.  .   
We applied for and received a Drug and Alcohol Awareness t 
Group – Contingent Grant.  We received part of the money 
($2,000) for the costs of a psychologist and general 
assistance to set up the program and to train and educate 
the nurses, for outside speakers, resource materials, 
supplies, and emergency funds.  This is contingent that we 
raise the rest of the money ($1,000) for expenses.  We 
would like to ask for your help in raising the remainder of the 
money so we can start the training in the fall.
