LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES
The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books

Do you know about the BELLS?

Bells have been used to summon the faithful to payer since
the early Middle Ages. At first there were simple handheld
bells. After a while, they became large and varied in tone by
virtue of size and composition. Belfries and free standing
campaniles (bell towers) were built in which to house them.
Different types of ringing summoned to different types of
prayer and worship, and this is still true. Anyone who pays
attention to church bells can hear the difference between the
bells that call to Mass, the slow toll of the funeral bell, and
the ringing of the Angelus at noon. During the thirteenth
century, small bells began to be rung during Mass to alert
the worshipers to the consecration. This practice is optional
today as Mass in the vernacular presumes that people know
what's happening. Bells are not used at all from the Gloria at
the Holy Thursday Mass of the Lord’s Supper to the Gloria at
the Easter Vigil Mass.

Parish Nurse Grant from Scranton Area Foundation
For Drug and Alcohol Awareness Support Group
Within the past year, our parish and surrounding
communities have experienced several serious health issues
and deaths among our teens and young adults from
substance abuse. The Parish Nurse Ministry recognized the
need for ongoing education and awareness groups and




forums to be available for parents, teens and young adults.
We hope to make the parish community and surrounding
communities aware that early use of drugs and alcohol
increases a person’s chance of a more serious drug and
alcohol abuse leading to addiction and serious health
problems. .
