CATHOLIC BISHOPS OF PA 
ISSUE FLU SEASON DIRECTIVES 

The Catholic Bishops of Pennsylvania encourage the 
clergy and faithful to observe the necessary standard 
precautions to protect the health of others during this 
flu season, and especially with the risks related to 
H1N1 influenza (swine flu). The Bishops additionally 
direct the following for the celebration of the Sacred 
Liturgy and for flu prevention: 
The distribution of the Precious Blood for the 
faithful is generally suspended. 
The exchange of the sign of peace is to be offered 
without any physical contact. If the priest  celebrant  
chooses to extend the invitation for the sign of peace,  
the faithful, instead of a handshake, may bow to the 
persons nearby. These directives issued by the 
Catholic Bishops of Pennsylvania are effective 
Sunday, October 18, 2009, until determined otherwise 
by the local Bishop. 
In addition to following the directives of the Bishops, it 
would be helpful if those who ordinarily receive 
Holy Communion on the tongue  consider receiving 
Holy Communion in the hand  for the duration of the 
flu emergency . 

 
2009 DIOCESAN ANNUAL APPEAL 

LET US DO GREAT THINGS TOGETHER 
Next weekend  is Commitment Weekend  for this year’s 
Annual Appeal. Each of us will be provided the 
opportunity to make our pledge to help the thousands of 
people who directly benefit from our caring support.. We 
will be providing you additional information on how your 
gift works in our community. 
Our parish goal  for this year’s Appeal  is $119,055.00.  I 
know that this goal seems to be unreachable but it can 
be achieved and in that way we can do our part to help 
our Diocese at a time of great financial stress. Your 
great generosity shown in so many ways over so many 
years can make it possible for us to reach the goal. The 
key to meeting the goal is the percentage of 
participation. Naturally, the more people who contribute, 
the higher our parish donation will be. If 800 individuals 
or families pledged $150 (five monthly payments of thirty 
dollars), we would reach $120,000.00. 800 individual or 

family gifts are a high number, but reachable. From 
past history, we know that $150 is a high amount for 
many people, but, from the same history, we know that 
many people pledge higher than that amount. All of us 
working together and doing what each of us can do will 
result in a very successful Appeal as we prepare to 
welcome a new bishop, probably in the early months of 
2010. We really do not want the new bishop’s first 
concern to be lack of money. Please pray for God’s 
blessing on our diocese and on this year’s Appeal and 
please do whatever you are able to do. Thank you for 
your attention to this matter.

LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES 

The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books 
Do you know about the INCENSE? 
Incense is the dried resin of certain aromatic trees which 
when added to burning charcoal produces fragrant smoke, a 
vivid symbol of prayer rising up to God.  The use of incense 
is a very ancient religious practice and was avoided by the 
Christian Church as a pagan practice up until about the 
fourth century.  Although the sixteenth – century Council of 
Trent issued very particular regulations for its use, and 
although the reforms of Vatican II did away with all of them, 
some directives for the use of incense are beginning to re-
appear in the most recent Vatican pronouncements on 
liturgy.  Its use, however, is still optional, and so each 
community may decide at which celebrations it wishes to 
employ this particularly solemn method of paying reverence 
to persons and objects.  The most common vessel for 
incense is the thurible, which is swung back and forth, but I t 
may also be burned in a brazier, which may stay in place or 
be held and carried.

For Drug and Alcohol Awareness Support Group   

Within the past year, our parish and surrounding 
communities have experienced several serious health issues 
and deaths among our teens and young adults from 
substance abuse. The Parish Nurse Ministry recognized the 
need for ongoing education and awareness groups and 
forums to be available for parents, teens and young adults.  
We hope to make the parish community and surrounding 
communities aware that early use of drugs and alcohol 
increases a person’s chance of a more serious drug and 
alcohol abuse leading to addiction and serious health 
problems.  .   
We applied for and received a Drug and Alcohol Awareness 
Support Group – Contingent Grant.  We received part of the 
money ($2,000) for the costs of a psychologist and general 
assistance to set up the program and to train and educate 
the nurses, for outside speakers, resource materials, 
supplies, and emergency funds.  This is contingent that we 
raise the rest of the money ($1,000) for expenses.  We 
would like to ask for your help in raising the remainder of the 
money so we can start the training in the fall.
