LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES 
Did you know?   
On Friday of this week, the Church celebrates the feast of 
St. Matthew, an apostle and evangelist.  The apostles were 
the first witnesses to Christ: they were there to hear his 
teachings; they witnessed his miracles; and they heard his 
preaching on the Kingdom of God.  After the Resurrection, 
and especially after Pentecost, they were the ones who 
went out into the world and preached about all that they 
had seen Jesus do and all that they had heard Jesus 
preach and teach.  They were the link between Jesus Christ 
and the early Church and still that link for us here in the 
twenty-first century.  We, as Catholics believe our faith 
comes to us from the apostles.  Our faith is, literally, built 
upon what they believed of Christ.  Because of that, the 
Church is apostolic.  What we profess on Sunday (the 
Creed) has its roots in the teaching and preaching of the 
apostles after the Death, Resurrection, and Ascension of 
Christ.  
Today’s Gospel has to do with forgiveness and the joy that 
erupts when finding what was lost.  The story of the lost-
and-found sheep and coin make no claim whether their 
recovery is right, fair, or just.  In the story of the prodigal 
son, only found in Luke, we do not know if the younger son 

truly repented of the wrong he had done to his father or if 
he was manipulating him into taking him back.  We see the 
joy of the love of a parent for a son, and the joy of the man 
who found his sheep and the woman who lost her coin.  We 
are called to be merciful in forgiving others, and to be filled 
with the same joy as the Father when finding what was lost.
