Do you know about Saint Lawrence of Brindisi (+1619 )
priest, doctor of the Church, whose memorial is Jul y
21, 2010.
We are now in Summer Ordinary Time. Please tell the
children we will be featuring a different saint each week in
this column.



Saint Lawrence was born at Brindisi in the Kingdom of
Naples. He joined the Capuchins and was sent to be
educated at The University of Padua. Lawrence was
known for his intelligence, and he gained fluency in most
European and Semitic languages. It was said he knew the
entire Bible in the original languages. His known writings
comprise eight volumes of sermons, two treatises (a
systematic written argument) on oratory, commentaries on
Genesis and Ezekiel, and three volumes of religious
polemics (the branch of theology that deals with the history
or conduct of church argument and controversy) annotated
in Greek and Hebrew. He was proclaimed a Doctor of the
Church by Pope John XXIII.

THE NEIGHBORHOOD PARISH PROGRAM
What are Neighborhood Parishes doing?
It is very easy to fulfill the role of Neighborhood Parish
Representative during the spring, summer, and fall. This is
an ideal time to both make a contact and invite to a social
gathering in one easy phone call or card. This fulfills your
responsibility as liaison between the parish and
parishioners to meet the needs of our members for an
experience of community , for welcoming of new
people, and for an outreach to all parishioners by
inviting them into the life of the parish. Below is a list of
ideas for Neighborhood Parish Reps to use during the
year:
Bazaar dates August 5, 6, 7, 2010 : This is a perfect way
to involve members in the life of the parish and would
certainly qualify as the contact and social gathering. There
are several ways people can participate: Remind your
neighbors again of the dates of the bazaar and 1) collect
baked goods from everyone and deliver them to the
Bazaar; 2) ask parishioners to gather books or bargain
barn items and offer to deliver them to the Bazaar; 3)
collect items to make up a basket for the basket booth; 4)
sign your neighborhood up to work a particular booth one
night of the bazaar; 5) send them a letter of invitation
asking them to attend the bazaar one or all three nights.
100" Anniversary Celebrations _: Invite your
neighborhood to any of the 100" Anniversary celebrations
through out this year such as Rosary on August 1, 2010
after 11:15 A.M. Mass to celebrate our feast day, the
Dedication of the Basilica of Saint Mary Major in Rome.
Social: This can be done in so many ways over the
summer or fall such as; a pot luck supper, have donuts
and coffee after mass for your neighborhood (you need to
book the Gathering Room at the parish office); have an ice

cream social.; just have people over for coffee and cake in
the back yard, etc.
Collection for the Food Pantry: We are always in need of
food for the pantry both at our church and in Dalton.
Several NPRs contacted their members and asked for
non-perishable items. They left a large container on their
front porch and made no accounting for who gave what.
The donations were anonymous and plentiful. The food
was delivered to the parish or directly to the food pantry.

A few tips to “stay young” as we grow older:
Control your blood pressure. You can have high blood
pressure (BP) — also called hypertension — and still feel
fine. That's because high blood pressure does not cause
symptoms that you can see or feel. But it is a major health
problem. If not treated, it can lead to stroke, heart disease,
eye problems, and kidney failure. Moderate exercise
every day can lower blood pressure. Check with your
doctor before starting a new exercise plan. Eat more
fruits, vegetables, whole grains, and low-fat dairy foods.
Cut down on salt and sodium. A low-salt diet might help
lower your blood pressure. Follow your doctor’s orders. If
life style changes alone do not control your BP, your doctor
may prescribe blood pressure pills. (Sunshine Health Net)

ANNUAL CLUSTER EVALUATION 2009-2010
These are highlights from the report that was sent into the
Diocese in May 2010:
General Directive One: The cluster is to develop and
implement effective evangelization plans to be welcoming
communities, providing engaging adult faith formation
programs and inviting active participation in the liturgical
life and mission of the Church.
Over the past year we have combined our RCIA program,
expanded the celebration of Triduum Morning Prayer to all
parishes in our cluster, and although we have not seen a
large jump in the number of adults attending our adult
programs, we have had interested parishioners who are
more willing to attend events in parishes throughout the
partnership.
General Directive Two: The cluster is to respond to the
command of Jesus to serve by proclaiming in word and
action the spiritual and corporal works of mercy and call to
social justice.
As a result of the communications network we have
established, parishioners at all four sites are now aware
and more inclined to participate in charitable projects
sponsored by other parishes.
Particular Directive Two: St. Patrick, Nicholson and Our
Lady of the Abingtons, Dalton will link no later than July
2010. The linkage will be reviewed after three years.
There was a lengthy Linkage Evaluation submitted by the
committee of these two parishes as they have met
extensively to accomplish this directive.
Particular Directive Three: Cluster parishes will explore the
possibilities for a regional youth ministry.
A committee met that was composed of representatives
from all our parishes with the Youth Minister from Our Lady
of the Snows as chairperson. The report indicates that
although some of the parishes within the partnership have
an easier time of participating in a joint effort, there are
significant road blocks to getting it to work smoothly for all
four parishes. The Pastors are reviewing the summary
and the recommendations. This effort continues.
A copy of the full report is on file at Our Lady of the Snows
Church for review.
CLUSTER ACTIVITY
ADULT EDUCATION AT ST. GREGORY
