LITURGY COMMITTEE NOTES 

The Sacred Space, Furnishings, Vesture, Books 
Do you know about the BREAD FOR THE EUCHARIST? 
For about eight hundred years, bread for the Eucharist was 
the regular type of bread that people ate every day.  During 
the Middle Ages, the practice of using unleavened bread 
developed, increased in popularity, and advanced to the 
force of law.  The sense of unworthiness that grew in the 
laity at that time resulted in decreased reception of 
communion and less need for large loaves of bread.  Also, 
increasing reverence for the consecrated bread resulted in a 
desire for this bread to be different in appearance from that 
which was recognized as everyday food.  Church documents 
indicate that the only ingredients for the bread are to be 
wheat, flour, and water.   
Year of St. Paul from June 28, 2008 to June 29, 200 9  
It was quite acceptable in the ancient world to attribute a 
written work to someone under a variety of circumstances: it 
could be written personally by the individual whose name is 
provided, or written by a secretary at the person’s direction, 
or written by a secretary or follower on behalf of the person.  
It would even be considered intellectually honest to write 
something in the spirit of another person’s work and attribute 
it to that person.  The name of a respected person gave the 
work credibility and if it was accepted in that spirit from the 
beginning, it would have been legitimate to use the name.  
Consequently, even works attributed to Paul but not actually 
written by him would have been considered Pauline in spirit if 
not in fact.  These may not meet the literary standards of our 
day and time, but they were perfectly acceptable during the 
centuries when most of the Bible was written.  It should 
come as no surprise then to discover that of the 13 letters 
attributed to Paul, several may be the work of an author 
writing in Paul’s name or assumed to be Paul because of the 
subject matter or writing style.  Scholars refer to these New 
Testament writings as “Deutero-Pauline”: Ephesians, 
Colossians, 2 Thessalonians, and the Pastoral Letters of 1 
and 2 Timothy and Titus.
